Planting has begun! On March 24" we began with
yellow onions, beets, and carrots. This week we
planted broccoli, cabbage, lettuces, “Purplette”
fresh onions, red kale and Rainbow chard, and
many direct seeded crops: more carrots, spinach,
baby bok choy, broccoli raab, etc. Potatoes and
sweet corn are next, followed by the dry-farmed
Early Girl tomatoes. We have also been planting in
the cutting garden for CSA members, adding many
of your requests: sweet peas, more roses, dahlias,
lilies, delphiniums and sunflowers.

While waiting for construction of our new
greenhouses, we have been able to sow tomatoes,
peppers, etc. in flats for transplanting thanks

to the kindness of Orin Martin in the Chadwick
garden, and Jim Velzy in Sinsheimer Lab, who
generously made space available to us in their
greenhouses. Many thanks, also, to Christof
Bernau in the Farm Garden for scheduling our
propagation logistics.

Please come and walk through sometime soon
(open to the public 8 am to 6 pm ) and enjoy the
beauty of the farm in spring.
