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New This Year...
...EBT Acceptance for Farm and Garden 
Market Cart starting in June, we will be accepting 
EBT (food stamps) at the market “cart” produce 
stand held at the base of campus on Tuesdays 
and Fridays. We received support from the 
California Department of Social Services to 
set up this program, as one of many farmers’ 
markets now offering EBT.  All of the produce 
at cart, as well as the CSA is certified organic 
by CCOF.  Other farmers market locations in 
Santa Cruz accepting EBT for fresh produce are: 
the downtown Wednesday farmers’ market, the 
Felton FM  on Tuesday afternoons, Cabrillo FM 
Saturdays, Westside SC on Saturday am’s, Live 
Oak on Sunday am’s, Santa Cruz River Market on 
Saturday.
We are also working out how to accept EBT for 
our CSA program, and will announce that as soon 
as we work through some administrative hurdles.  
If you receive EBT or can help us with outreach,  
please call 459-4661 for more information.

...CSA Pick-Ups will also be offered at the 
base of campus this year, on Friday’s only. Pick up 
times will be from 2-6.  Your choice, like the day 
of the week you choose, will stay consistant for 
the entire season.  For example, if you choose to 
pick up at the base of campus, you will pick up 
your share there every week for the entire season, 
though you are always welcome to come to visit 
the farm (open to the public from 8am to 6pm).
