icking Up Your Share

Pick-up Days
Members will pick-up their produce once a week on their des-
ignated pick-up day (either Tuesday or Friday) next to the CSA
Barn on the Farm. Please bring your own bags to transfer produce
into from our farm boxes. Please check off your name (or if you're
sharing, your primary shareholders name) on the sign-out sheet.
Pick-up times are from 12 noon - 6:30 pm on the farm and 3-6pm
at the Barn Theater. Produce shares left at the end of the day will
be donated.
During the course of the season we realize conflicts may arise
regarding your pick up day. We would be happy to switch your
pick-up day if you call a week in advance. You can reach us by
phone at 459-4661 or email farmesa@ucsc.edu. We also recom-
mend that if you can’t make it to pick up your share, to send a
friend in your place (just be sure to tell them about parking, etc.)

Splitting a share

The name of the primary shareholder only will appear on the
sign- out list. It will be the responsibility of the primary share-
holder to update share-mates of any scheduling changes or CSA/
farm related events. It is the responsibility of both shareholders
to divide the box up; we will not divide it for you.
